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Evolution of Carnatic Music

from “Bombay” to “Mumbai”

India’s greatest culhural heritage is her
music, which is the finest of fine arts. Indian
music is considered as Gandharva Veda
and is clder than any recorded history.
Indian music had developed as a single
systern of music, closely connected with
tempie worship and mostly patronized by
kings and men of wealth in the earlier
centuries. But after repeated foreign inva-
sions from the northwest, our traditional
music was greatly influenced by the Ara-
bian and Persian music. Since then two
similar but distinet systermns of music evolved:
Hindustani music and Camatic music. The
systern of Camatic music has a rich tradi-
tion. The legacy handed down to us by our
ancestors and the “Trinity” has enriched this
periorming art.

The development of Camatic music in
Bombay is closely associated with the mi-
gration of South Indians from Tamilnadu,
Kerala, Andhra and Kamataka to Bombay.
These migrants, who came to Bombay in
search of ivelihood, camried with them the
musical wealth and traditions of the South.
The musicians among them, thougha hand-
ful to start with, started imparting lessons in
Carnatic music. In those days, there were
hardly any music schools or sabhas, So the
musicians had to go from house to house to
teach music to students. The first set of
music teachers in Bombay was Sri Krishna
Bhagavatar, Sri Jalpesha Bhagavatar and
Sri Yagneswara Bhagavatar. Inthose days,
South Indian settlements were predomi-
nantly in Matunga and Dadar areas. Prob-
ably this prompted the establishement of
Thyagaraja Sabha in Matunga, the first
institution in Bombay to teach Camatic
music. Prominent among the musicians
and music teachers associated with this
sabha were Sri Kolathu Bhagavatar,
Sangeeta Bhushanam Sri Vaidyanatha
Bhagavatar, Sri Marayana Bhagavatar, Sri
Bhaskara Bhagavatar and Sri Madurai
Sundara Bhagavatar. Gradually Bombay
saw the establishment of the followinginsti-
tutions. 1. Krishna Music Academy by Shri
T. 5. Krishnaswamy 2. Saraswati Music

by Lalitha & Geetha

Academy by ShriVaidyanatha Bhagavatar
and 3. Shri H. 5. Mani's (Chellamani
Bhagavatar's) Music School at Matunga.
Along side there were also reputed musi-
cians and Vidwans like Harihara
Bhagavatar, Pallavoor Mani Bhagavatar,
Vidhushi Lalitha Venkatraman, Vidwan Sri.
5. Ramachandran, Sri. Shankaranarayana
Hao and 5r Marayanaswamy, who im-
parted music lessons in vocal, veena and
violin.

As the strength of the South Indian
community grew, the music lovers took the
initiative in forming music Sabhas. On this
line, Shanmukhananda Fine Arts and
Sangeetha Sabha was formed in the vear
1952 with the aim of propagating Carnatic
music. Monthly concerts were amanged
and performing aristes from the South
were invited fo perform for the Bombay
audience. To infroduce the younger gen-
eration to Camatic music, Shanmukhanada
Sabha started a music school-
Shanmukhananda Sangeeta Vidyalaya-
and imparted lessons in Camatic music in
vocal, violin, veena and mridangam. Owver
the years, it has grown into a leading insti-
tution and is now affiliated to the University
of Mumbai. Bhartiva Music and Aris Soci-
ety, Which was established after
Shanmukhananda, also started a music
school in ifs premises in Matunga to teach
Camatic music - both vocal and instrumen-
tal.

As the South Indian community slowlhy
spread from Matunga to the suburbs like
Chembur, Ghatkopar, Andheri, Goregaon,
Mulund and Thane, more Sabhas were
established in these suburbs to cater to the
needs of the music loving South Indian
community. Prominent among them are:
Chembur Fine Arts, Bhakta Rasika Ranjani
Sabha [Anushaklinagar], Rasika Ranjani
Sabha [Ghatkopar], Mulund Fine Arts,
Naadalaya [Andheri] and Gana KalaSabha
[Goregaon]. These Sabhas also have mu-
sic schools exclusively for teaching and
training in Camatic music. The following
are some of the well-known music schools

in these suburbs of Mumbai: 1. 5ri
Maadabrahmam Music School, Maadanjali
and Fine Aris Society’s Music School in
ChemburZ. BRRE Music School in Anushakidi
Magar. 3. RR Sabha Music School in
Ghatkopar. 4. Mulund Fine Arls’ Music
School in Mulund. 5 Gana Kala Music
School in Goregaon. 6. Maadalaya Music
School in Andheri. Inadditiontothe above,
Mysore Sangeetha Vidyalava of Dombivli
and Dombivli Fine Arts also mun music
schools. ltwould be worth mentioning that
Maadabrahmam MusicSchool and Mysare
Sangeetha Vidvalayva train their student for
the music examinafions conducted by
Hamataka Education Board. Apart from
these music schools, there are many emi-
nent teachers, who teach and give training
in Camatic music, in Murnbai. Prominent
among them are Sri Vaidvanatha
Bhagavatar, 5ri. Chandrashekara
Bhagavatar, Sri T. 5. Anantharama
Bhagavatar, Smt. Vijayalakshmi Nathan,
Smit. T. B. Balamani, Smt. Alamelu Mani,
Smit. Kalyani Sharma, Smt. T. 5. Kaver,

There are many
more teachers, who are rendering yeoman
service to Camatic music in Mumbai. Much
aswe would like to mention all their names
here, we are not in a position to do so due
to space constraints. The presence of all
these institutions and dedicated teachersin
Mumbai ensures that there is no dearth of
facilities for any student aspiring to get
advanced training in Camatic music in
Mumbai.

The music Sabhas and schools in Mum-
bai play a significant role in preserving and
propagating our tradition in music and fine
arts. These Sabhas celebrate Thyagaraja
Aradhana, which is an integral part of the
Camalic music tradition, every year in dif-
ferent parts of Mumbai. The devotional
fervour with which it is celebrated here

certainly recreates the Thiruvaivaru atmo-
sphere in Mumbai. Many Sabhas also ar-
range special composers day programmes,
in order to keep alive the compositions of
various composers who have enriched
carnatic music. In addition to these, they
also organise educative programmes like
lecture-demos, quizzes and music confer-
ences. To encourage voung talents, music
competitions are held by various music
schools and Sabhas. Talent promotion con-
certs are arranged to provide platforms to
upcoming students of music. Litfle wonder
then, that Bombay has produced many
music critics, musicologists, high profile
musicians, performing arfistes and most
importantly a sizeable number of knowl-
edgeable and appreciative rasikas.

In conclusion, it may be said that the
evolution of Camatic music in Mumbai has
been quite arduous. In this evolution, the
music schools and music Sabhas of Mum-
bai have played a vital role and they have
steadfastly preserved the rich tradition, cul-
ture and heritage of the nation. ®
